The Role of the Course Review 
Committee in Facilitating Revelation
“Revelation as an epochal phenomenon is 
periodic; as a personal human experience 
it is continuous.” (1107.2) 101:2.12 The 
mission of  the Urantia Book Internet 
School (UBIS) encompasses this dual 
description of  revelation. Not only do 
we recognize the gift of  The Urantia Book 
as the fifth epochal revelation, but our 
desire is to also facilitate the experience of  
personal revelation and learning through 
interactive group study via online courses.

In order to achieve this exciting objective, 
we need willing and knowledgeable 
teachers who will devote their time and 
efforts to designing and developing online 
courses, and who will then skillfully 
facilitate these courses within a classroom 
of  international students who originate 
from every geographic corner of  our 
planet. Even on the higher worlds to 
which we will someday ascend, ongoing 
education is highly valued. “The Brilliant 
Evening Stars . . . frequently serve as 
teachers in the various educational 
enterprises of  the universe, including 
those sponsored by the Melchizedeks. Also 
do the Trinity Teacher Sons collaborate, 
and they impart the touches of  Paradise 
perfection to these progressive training 
schools.” (517.4) 45:7.2 On our own 
world, UBIS works toward furthering 
the dissemination of  truth, and our 
educational online courses are constructed 
by trained teachers with the assistance of  
a Course Review Committee (CRC), a 
group of  experienced teachers who are 
entrusted with reviewing the proposed 
courses before they are offered to our 
students.

What exactly is the purpose and role of  
a CRC? Why is it important? To attempt 

to answer these questions, as the chair of  
one of  the review committees, I would like 
to describe a little of  my own background 
and how I found my niche in this role. 
I discovered The Urantia Book forty years 
ago when I was a college student and 
working as a waitress. A customer lent me 
a copy of  this amazing book. Many years 
later I enrolled in my first UBIS course 
and encountered the rich joy of  studying 
the fifth epochal revelation online with 
other readers. Eventually I volunteered to 
design and teach my own UBIS course, 
but admittedly I had some apprehension 
as to what such an endeavor involved. I 
personally found that working with the 
experienced teachers who comprised 
the CRC helped to enhance my course, 
its adherence to a cohesive outline, and 
the development of  stimulating study 
questions. Not only do the questions 
promote a careful study of  the assigned 
readings from The Urantia Book, but 
also the students’ responses to these 
questions serve to stimulate the energetic 
and thoughtful sharing of  personal 
understanding and experience during the 
discussion weeks.
